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in the universe in the way and in the manner in which God commanded him to 

write what God wanted to find until the Day of Resurrection, he said worship: "O 

my son, I heard the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon 

him) say: Whoever dies otherwise", that is: without believing in predestination 

and predestination, "it is not from me", that is:  He is not a believer in the doctrine 

brought by the Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him). 

The worship of his son (may Allah be pleased with him) took place in this hadith 

after he commanded him by saying: "My son, you will not find the taste of the 

truth of faith", i.e.: its perfection and pleasure in the heart, "until you know", i.e.: 

believe and receive, "that what befell you", i.e., of grace or affliction, "would not 

have befallen you", i.e.: transgresses you and transgresses you to others, "and 

what has befallen you", i.e.: from what has been blessed or afflicted by others, 

"would not have befallen you", i.e.:  It transcends its owner to come to you. 

In the hadith: Explanation of the correct belief in belief in predestination, and that 

whoever denies it is not from the Prophet (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon 

him). 

In it: urging to trust in God Almighty and satisfaction with His destiny, and the 

negation of squint and strength, and the concomitant contentment, and patience in 

the face of calamities reference (Sunni pearls.) 

After Allah created the pen and wrote it, His commands, His appreciation, and His 

magnitude, all of them are keepers of the greatest creature created by Allah, which 

is the preserved tablet that contained everything. (Belٔ is a glorious Qur'an (ٕٔ) in 

the ٔst of Mahfaz (ٕٕ))The wall of the incident. 

The saved tablet.. from the secrets of God's creation and its wonders: 

By: Ali Mohammed Al-Sallabi (Member of the International Union of 

Muslim Scholars). 

The preserved tablet is one of the great creatures created by God in the beginning 

of creation, and its mention was associated with the pen in the hadiths of writing 

fate, and God called it preserved because it is not touched by tampering and does 

not reach demons, it is preserved from every change and alteration, preserved 

from being accessed to it or without its rule, judgment or destiny. Ibn Kathir said: 

It is in the highest public preserved from increase and decrease, distortion and 

alteration, and its place is according to what was narrated about a fighter on the 

right hand of the throne. and the tablet The archive is the book in which God did 

not overdo anything, everything that happened and is going on is written with God 

Almighty, and the evidence of this rank in the Holy Qur'an is many, including the 
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Almighty's saying: ﴿What we overdid in the book of something and then to their 

Lord they are cornered ﴾[Surat Al-An'am: ٖ3]. On one of the two sides, which is 

that what is meant by the book here is the preserved tablet, for God has proven all 

the incidents in it, so everything that is happening is written with God in the 

preserved tablet. The Almighty said:  ﴿We have written in the Zabur after the 

Dhikr that the land will be inherited by my righteous servants ﴾[Surah Al-Anbiya: 

ٔٓ٘]. 

He told the Almighty that this is written in the legal and fatalistic books, as it is 

inevitably a being, and the verse is indicative of the rank of writing according to 

those who interpreted the Zabur with the books after the dhikr, and the dhikr is the 

mother of the book with God, which is the preserved tablet. 

The Almighty said in the story of the prisoners of Badr: "If it were not for a book 

from Allah that had previously touched you, you would have received great 

torment" [Surah Al-Anfal: ٙ3]. That is: if it were not for a book that had already 

been judged by Allah that had allowed you spoils, and that Allah had lifted the 

torment from the nation of Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon 

him), you would have been touched by great torment, for the verse is evidence of 

the previous book. The Almighty said: "Did you not know that Allah knows what 

is in heaven and earth, that this is in a book, that this is on Allah is easy" [Surah 

Al-Hajj:  5ٓ]. This verse is one of the clearest evidence of his knowledge 

surrounding everything, and that he knew all beings before their existence, and 

God wrote this in his book The Memorized Tablet, as the verse combined the two 

ranks. 

And the Almighty said: "There is nothing absent in heaven and earth except in a 

clear book" [Surah An-Naml: 5٘]. That is: hidden or one of the secrets of the 

upper and lower world (except in a clear book), for that book surrounded all that 

was and will be until the hour arises, there is no clear or hidden incident, except 

that it is identical to what was written in the preserved tablet. 

The Almighty said in a verse that combined the ranks of knowledge and writing: 

﴿And what you are about and what you recite from the Qur'an, and you do not do 

any work, except that we were witnesses to you, as you overflow in it, and what is 

isolated from your Lord from the weight of an atom on earth or in heaven, nor 

smaller than that, nor greater than that, except in a clear book ﴾[Surah Yunus: 

ٙٔ]"And what is isolated from your Lord" i.e.: what is absent from his 

knowledge, sight, hearing and watching anything, even the weights of the atom, 

but what is smaller than it, and this is the rank of knowledge, and his saying: 
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"except in a clear book" is the rank of writing, and God Almighty often associates 

these two ranks. 

And the Almighty said: "And everything we have counted in an imam is clear" 

[Surah Yasin: ٕٔ]. That is, all beings are written in a written book, set in a 

memorized tablet, and the Imam shown here is the Mother of the Book. And the 

Almighty said: "And everything they did in the Zubr and every small and large is 

underlined" [Surah Al-Qamar: ٕ٘-ٖ٘]. 

i.e., it is written on them in the books that are in the hands of the angels, peace be 

upon them, "and every small and large" i.e.: of their deeds is "underlined", i.e.: a 

sum over them, and written in their sheets, neither small nor large shall leave 

except for their counts. 

The Almighty said about Moses, peace be upon him, when Pharaoh said to him: 

"He said, 'What about the first centuries?' He said that he knew it with my Lord in 

a book that does not lead my Lord astray and does not forget" [Taha: ٕ٘ٔ٘]. 

When Pharaoh told him that his Lord, who sent him, was the one who created, 

supplied, destined and guided, he proceeded to invoke the first centuries, that is, 

those who did not worship God, that is, what about them if it is as you say: they 

did not worship Him, but worshiped someone else? Moses said to him in answer 

to that: Even if they do not worship Him, their work with Allah is controlled over 

them, and He will reward them with their work in the Book of Allah, which is the 

preserved tablet and the Book of Works, "My Lord shall not go astray or forget", 

that is: nothing shall be excluded from him, nor shall he miss small or large, and 

he shall not forget anything, describing his knowledge as everything around, and 

that he does not forget anything blessed and exalted, sanctified and promenade, 

for the science of creatures suffers from two shortcomings, one of which is:  Not 

being aware of something. And the other: forgetting it after he knew it, so he 

removed himself from it. 

And the Almighty said: ﴿And God created you from dust, then from sperm, then 

He made you husbands, and what a female bears, and does not give birth except 

with his knowledge, and what lives from a perennial and does not decrease his age 

except in a book, that this is on God is easy ﴾[Surah Fatir: ٔٔ]  

Saved Board Function: 

The function of the preserved tablet - as in verses and hadiths - the place of 

writing fate, God has ordered the pen and wrote in it what is being until the Day 

of Resurrection, Al-Qurtubi said: the preserved tablet in which the types of 

creation and creation, and the statement of their affairs, and mention their 
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deadlines, livelihoods and works, and the districts in force in them, and the fate of 

the consequences of their affairs, which is the mother of the book. Ibn Abi al-'Izz 

said in Sharh al-Tahawiyyah: The tablet mentioned is the one in which the 

amounts of creatures were written. 

The Qur'an has been preserved in the tablet since time immemorial: 

God wrote the Qur'an in it and memorized it in it since eternity, and this is the 

meaning of the words of God Almighty: "It is a glorious Qur'an in a memorized 

tablet" [Surah Al-Buruj: ٕٔ-ٕٕ], and the Almighty says: "It is in the Mother of the 

Book that we have Ali Hakim" [Surah Al-Zukhrif: ٗ]. Al-Qurtubi said: The 

Almighty's saying: ﴿And it is in the Mother of the Book ﴾means: The Qur'an in the 

memorized tablet. Ibn al-Qayyim said in Shifa' al-Alil:  The Qur'an was written by 

God in the preserved tablet before the creation of the heavens and the earth, as the 

Almighty said: "It is a glorious Qur'an in a preserved tablet" [Surah Al-Buruj: 

ٕٕ]. 

The Companions, followers and all Sunnis unanimously agreed that every being 

until the Day of Resurrection is written in the Mother of the Book, and the Qur'an 

has indicated that the Lord Almighty wrote in the Mother of the Book what he 

does and what he says, so he wrote in the tablet his actions and words; 

Ibn Kathir said: In the words of Glory be to Him: "And we read it so that you 

could read it to the people on the spot and we sent it down as a download" [Surah 

Al-Isra'a: ٔٓٙ]. The meaning of our difference: We separated it from the 

preserved tablet to the house of glory from the lower heavens, and then it came 

down to the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him) in 

twenty-three years, which Ikrimah said from Ibn Abbas. 

The tablet preserved in his creation and function is a manifestation of God's 

brilliant power, the greatness that is not matched by greatness, the majesty below 

which all majesty is shortened, which is in itself perfection and any perfection, 

and a sign of God's knowledge surrounding everything, and his will that is not 

prevented by a barrier, and does not contradict or exceed it with power or 

authority, and it is an expression of God's absolute justice, which is not touched 

by injustice or injustice. It has imagination, and the Almighty for every peer or 

instance Almighty said: "There is no god but He who is living and powerful" 

[Surah Al-Baqarah: ٕ٘٘]. And the Almighty said: "That is Allah, your Lord, there 

is no god but He is the Creator of everything, so worship Him, and He is the agent 

of everything" [Surah Al-An'am: ٕٔٓ].

(peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him) came and said: O Messenger 

of Allah, do you have anything in Sahl ibn Haneef, and Allah will raise his 

head, and he said:  Do you accuse anyone of him? They said: We accuse 

'Amir ibn Rabi'ah He said: So the Messenger of Allah (peace and blessings 

of Allaah be upon him) called 'Amir and he became angry with him, and 

he said: 'Why should one of you kill his brother, is it not blessed, do you 

do ghusl for him?' 

Advice to every Muslim: He should first know that everything that is happening 

in this universe is at the discretion of Allah: And the Almighty said: "Whoever 

wills Allah misleads him, and whoever wills to make him on a straight path" (Al-

An'am) ٖ3: To other evidence that what Allah wills was, and what He did not 

want was not, and how to be in His possession. 

The Almighty said: (We are everything we have created as much) Moon: ٗ3  

The believer lives in this creed brave and confident that God Almighty is destined 

for livelihood and deadlines, evoking the Almighty's saying: (Say that it will not 

befall us except what God has written for us is our Mawlana and on God let the 

believers trust) Repentance: ٘ٔ 

But from the wisdom of God Almighty that he made the eye an effect with his 

permission Glory be to Him, and this was evidenced by the Qur'an, and the 

Sunnah of His Messenger, may God bless him and grant him peace, it is the 

evidence of the Qur'an saying: From Jacob, peace be upon him: 
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 (And he said, O my son, do not enter through one door and enter through separate 

doors) Yusuf 5ٙ 

The scholars said that this was out of fear for them from the eye, and God 

described Jacob after mentioning this issue.He is aware of what we have taught. 

  And the Almighty says: (And if those who disbelieve almost to glide you with 

their eyes when they heard the dhikr and say that it is crazy) Pen ٘ٔ 

Among the evidence of the Sunnah: 

 The hadith narrated by Ahmad and Muslim: The Prophet (peace and 

blessings of Allaah be upon him) said:  The eye is true, and if something 

was predestined, the eye would have preceded it. 

 What Abu Na'im narrated in al-Hiliyyah and Ibn 'Adi with the isnaad of 

Hasan from Jabir (may Allah be pleased with him) that the Prophet 

(peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him) said (The eye enters the 

grave man, and the camel enters fate)   

(ٖ) Touch: It is what Satan wears from the jinn with a human being, whether male 

or female, and it is types, the first type is a vindictive type, the second type is a 

lover, and the third is an admirer. Touching the devil is defined as having an evil 

satanic ability that obsesses with it on man and adorns him with committing acts 

that deny common sense and also his ability to confuse man, control and arouse 

his inner desires, and perhaps exhaust him psychologically and nervously with 

dark thoughts or disturbing dreams. 

(ٗ) Sihr: It is a contract and any readings and talismans received by the magician 

using demons in what he wants to harm the enchanted, but God Almighty has 

said: And they are harmful to him from anyone except with the permission of God 

[Al-Baqarah: ٕٔٓ]. 

 Definition of magic language and idiomatically: 

The first issue: the definition of magic language: 

The Arabs say: What charmed you from such, that is: what distracted you from it, 

as if the magician with what I see falsehood in the form of truth has charmed the 

thing from his face, i.e.: distract it. 

The second issue: the definition of magic idiomatically: 

Magic is a paper contract, that is: readings and talismans by which the magician 

reaches the use of demons in what he wants to harm the enchanted, but God 

Almighty has said: And they are harmful to anyone except with God's permission.  

Al-Khattabi said:  
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 (Magic is the work of Satan, he does it in man by puffing, humming and 

whispering, and the magician takes it by teaching him, and helping him, and if he 

receives it from him, use it in others by saying, and puffing in the knot. Reference 

(Sunni pearls). 

 Researcher's definition of magic: It is a specialized and varied satanic 

force to harm humans through the jinn directly or through magicians 

acquired by the magician from magic books or direct dealing with demons 

using  multiple ways by the medial magician to harness the jinn to harm 

others, in revengefor himself or others and they are on varying degrees of 

influence. 

All of them are the cause of all diseases that are mutated and mutated into 

psychological, mental and organic. 

We begin with the model of lover touch, its types and treatment: 

A brief overview of what touching the lover does to the possessed:  

ٖ.  His epilepsy of man because of lust, passion and adoration, it is one of the 

obscenities that God Almighty has forbidden, as it is forbidden to man, 

even if it is with the consent of the other, so how if it is with his hatred, it 

is obscene and unjust! He addresses the jinn so and they know that this is 

forbidden obscenity, or obscene and aggression, so that the argument 

against them is based on that, and they know that he rules by the rule of 

God and His Messenger who sent to all the weights of mankind and the 

jinn. 

ٗ. Enjoying something is to enjoy it and get what it seeks, wants and desires, 

and includes that men enjoy women to each other... The jinn bring him 

what he wants from the image or money or killing his enemy, and the 

human obeys the jinn, sometimes prostrate to him, and sometimes 

prostrate to what he orders him to prostrate to him, and sometimes enables 

him from himself to do obscene, as well as the fairies of them who want 

from the human being who serves him what he wants women of mankind. 

This is a lot in jinn men and their women, as many of their men receive 

from human women what humans receive, and may do so with males. 

The truth of touching the lover: 

This name is not specific to one type of jinn, but to many varieties, as what is 

meant by love, from which most patients are hurt and are looking for a definitive 

remedy, is the type of harm itself, which is the satanic possession that causes the 

patient's unhappiness and sexual abuse, or harm him in all his matters. Many 
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patients complain of symptoms experienced in their lives and do not find an 

explanation or solution, and then after receiving treatment, the result of the 

diagnosis is the presence of an aggressor lover, and may not appear sexual abuse 

until after the start and continuation of treatment. Every touch is often love and 

adultery. 

Lesbianism and homosexuality: 

Also, jinn women love human women and assault them with lesbianism and 

appear to her in her sleep as her sister or friend or that she feels a desire and 

inclination for the sex of women until she finds the woman loves women. 

We also find jinn men who love men and boys from mankind, and among them 

assault the work of the people of Lot (homosexuality), so that some humans 

deviate because of their excitement until he falls into vice. 

Reasons for the bullying of the lover touch: 

There are reasons why Satan dominates man and transgresses him with 

immorality, including: 

 Distance from God Almighty and his religion, which makes the 

domination of demons through admiration for them, the admiration of the 

genie for the medial may push him to be keen and insist on following the 

medial and trying to enter into it, whether it is in places of fun or 

marriages through distance from God Almighty, and adornment and 

vulgarity at home and outside, and showing charms. Immunization is low 

or non-existent. 

 The difference between the eye and envy: 

o The eye strikes a demon clothed in man, and it infects everything 

that admires something that has befallen him. 

o Envy envies every human being for his blessings. 

 To clarify: 

Eye injuries among humans are great gaps in his body from which demons enter 

and make the jinn dominate the bodies and injure them in the eye. With an eye 

from the human or the jinn. And the hadith of the Prophet confirms this. Every 

eye is accompanied by the demon of mankind or jinn (demons), and injury to the 

eye has causes, including prestige, position, money, prestigious status, 

proportions, lineage, bragging, the large number of children, dress, home, real 

estate, wives, beauty and adornment. Women shall be given the right to be proud 

of their beauty and dress. Especially grooming, going out to markets and events, 

vulgarity at home and outside, ,,, etc. 
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 Medial magic: It occurs due to a request from a male or female person 

from a magician to charm another. 

 In cases of magic,  a demon is shed on the enchanted servant of magic, and 

with the length of the duration of magic, the servant of magic manages the 

body in which he lives until the owner of the body loves, especially if the 

enchanted woman has a male genie, and the medial man has a fairy and 

this is predominant.  

 Outrageous magic: It is of the following types: 

o The magic of love: It is the types of it that is to irritate the lust of 

the enchanted. 

o Elves magic: The lover jinn may resort to the magic of the medial 

so that he can cohabit with him and have intercourse with him. 

 Being away from God, abandoning prayers, and indulging in taboos makes 

the injured an easy prey for this type of touch. 

 He is bullied because of the medial request to deal with the jinn or his call 

to the jinn or his talk about the fairies and his wish for a fairy, for example. 

 Reading and dealing with magic books. 

What does touch a lover do: 

The most important thing he does, and the most severe thing that falls from him is 

to light the fire of overwhelming lust, decorate obscenity, adultery, and look at 

women from men, and vice versa. All of this happens suddenly, not as people 

think that touching the lover does not harm or kill, but everything positive or 

negative may fall from him depending on the type of genie and his religion. For 

example, he may be a Muslim, so you find the patient loves obedience and enjoys 

worship, and the jinn help him to a certain extent, and yet he gets his goal and he 

may be an infidel, so he is sure of his worship even He does not get hurt and gets 

what he wants. 

Touch the lover does everything that the patient feels from the symptoms. 

Signs by which the lover is known to touch: 

There are some signs by which the therapist diagnoses the patient's condition as 

having touched a lover, whether by asking the patient or reading to him, and I 

mention some of them: 

ٔ- Frequent dreams are evidence of the presence of touching the lover, but with 

some other symptoms such as seeing naked women or incest and the like. 

ٕ- Lust that burns for no reason and looking at mahrams and may not be with the 

wife like him. 
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ٖ. Falling into masturbation and frequently. 

ٗ- Hatred of marriage and unwillingness to do so, and the girl may hate the sex of 

men. 

٘- Feeling movements in the awrahs, especially in kissing, whether they are 

arophonic, scratching, itching, or sexual intercourse. 

ٙ- The person feels as if someone accompanies him and sleeps next to him and 

feels like a hidden object next to him on the bed, heaviness, air or breath (as if 

someone is breathing). 

3- Some women see those who appear naked to them in different forms and may 

affect them, whether awake or in sleep. 

3- The husband's aversion to his wife and his sleep far away and is very upset if 

his wife approaches him and his love for loneliness and long months pass and he 

does not have intercourse with his wife. 

ٔٓ- The wife's aversion to the husband with the presence of secretions, excess 

nervousness, provoking problems and body heat, and she does not like to be 

touched by her husband, but even her children, and the love of loneliness, semi-

naked sleep and the weight of sleeping for long hours. 

ٔٔ- Lack or weakness of erection or premature ejaculation and pain below the 

navel with two fingers as if it were a stab and pain between the testicle and the 

opening of the penis and tingling in it. 

ٕٔ- Not sleeping at night and staying for hours in the bathroom, Sarhan and 

wandering mind. 

ٖٔ- Smell some aromatic scents in the room without knowing their source. 

ٔٗ – The wife's feeling during sexual intercourse that the one who has intercourse 

with her is not her husband, or she feels after intercourse that she is having 

intercourse without seeing anyone. 

ٔ٘- Some children are exposed to touching the lover and wakes up with his 

clothes removed and tells what shows that he has been subjected to intercourse 

and he does not know its meaning. 

ٔٙ- Feeling intense desire and lust to deviate from sodomy or lesbianism or 

practice it. 

ٔ5 – The crying of the girl if someone proposes to her engagement or rejects it 

after her consent with unacceptable excuses or that the speech does not return 

again with the availability of beauty, calculus and everything in it. 
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ٔ3- The man is not successful in getting married, so he knocks on all doors and 

responds with the most required descriptions, so that he may conclude and then 

terminate his contract or marry and divorce. 

ٔ3 – You find a man who cannot look at women and may sweat if a woman talks 

to him and may tremble if a woman flirts with him and some of them think that it 

is modesty and may be modesty and may be because of touch and the difference is 

that he feels movements in his body and pain in his nakedness and back and 

tingling in various parts of his body and this is frequent. 

ٕٓ- Feeling pain in the awrahs in the testicle, penis or uterus and ovaries. 

Treatment of touch lover: 

The treatment of touching the lover requires hard work and patience greater than 

the patience of the aggressor and God is with the patient. 

Treatment Departments: 

First: Treatment with the Qur'an: to touch the lover and others. 

It is the duty of the patient to follow and focus on the comprehensive treatment 

program from the advice of the verses mentioned below to benefit from them. 

ٔ- Ruqyah immunization from the program is healing. Recitation of Surat Al-

Baqarah and listening to it daily once - recitation of Al-Fatihah seven times and 

sincerity and Al-Mu'awdhatin three times after Fajr and Maghrib prayers with the 

intention of immunization  

ٕ - Roquia legitimacy general intention healing for all organic and psychological 

diseases with the intention and the presence of the heart and mind, the first of 

which is the reading of the Mu'awdhatin and sincerity three times after dawn and 

sunset with the intention of ruqyah and immunization provided the presence of 

mind and heart and do not mind listening to the roquia legitimacy of some known 

ruqyah (morning and evening). 

ٖ- Verses that condemn love and immorality are read with concentration and 

frequency of verses in which the influence is severe and listened to.  

ٗ- Read Surat Yusuf and Al-Nur. 

٘- Reading the verses of burning and torment and listening to them as much as 

possible. 

ٙ- Frequent listening and repetition (Ayat al-Kursi, the disbelievers, sincerity, the 

falaq and the people), as it is severe to touch the lover and others. 

5- Reading Surah Yasin, Saffat, Dukhan, Rahman, Jinn, Ma'arij, Al-Burooj and 

Al-Qari'a. 

3- Follow the same instructions for the treatment of touching and harming elves. 
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Second: Supplication: 

ٔ- Morning and evening remembrances, entering and leaving, removing clothes, 

and every supplication he needs in his homeland, such as the supplication of 

sexual intercourse, dress, eating, drinking, going to a house, when sleeping, and 

the like. 

ٕ- Urgency in supplication, even if it is for hours, especially in prostration, in the 

Qiyaam prayer, and in the hours of answering when the divine revelation and 

investigating the times of the answer in general and the places of supplication. 

Third: Charity and begging God for good deeds: 

ٔ- Charity has a strange thing in repelling affliction, as it extinguishes the anger of 

the Lord and is a soldier who defends his owner. 

ٕ- Begging Allah with good deeds to pay off the harm of the lover and others, 

which is of great benefit. 

 Fourth: Treatment with physical medicines: 

Physical medicines are very many, some of which were mentioned in the Qur'an 

and Sunnah not only in order to touch the lover, but that it cures all diseases and 

has merit and benefit, including what the experiences of the past and modern were 

based, taking into account that we only mention what is permissible in Sharia and 

does not contain shirk or infidelity or forbidden by Sharia. 

One of the most beneficial is to continue with the instructions (authentic medicine 

is healing) 

Benefits of the topic: 

Some may wonder about the benefits of this topic in practice, or with regard to the 

treatment of demonic possession, and I think that this section includes very 

important benefits in treatment, summarized in the following: 

ٔ- This section is an introduction to the study of how the jinn penetrated the 

human body, and it has very important references that are considered preliminary 

hypotheses for the study of this phenomenon by researchers on this subject, and 

these hypotheses include: the centers of the influence of the jinn on humans, and 

the fact that the jinn material is similar to electromagnetic energy, so it is easy for 

it to deal with and control the nervous system, and the nature of the spiritual 

immune system in humans, and the study of the radiation halo in humans, and the 

inability of the jinn to penetrate it Except according to certain Sunnahs we call the 

causes of touch, and the possibility that the spiritual immune system of a person is 

a halo of light unaware of the senses, and the causes of touch if they occur but 

dark gaps occur in this aura, which paves the way for the jinn to penetrate 
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humans, referring to the nature of the jinn that tends to darkness and spreads in it 

enhances this possibility, as it needs a dark medium to achieve penetration, the 

most powerful way to defend the jinn through the forces of light represented by 

the verses dedicated to ruqyah Or with dhikr . 

ٕ - This section referred to the mechanism of defense by which the jinn is 

expelled from the human body, by shedding a high light energy that the jinn can 

not withstand it, and there is an interpretation of the saying of some therapists that 

some verses are incendiary to the jinn, as the nature of the jinn composite by the 

fiery flame gives it properties that do not bear the high light energy, so it burns if 

it is focused on it. 

ٖ - This section clearly highlights the Quranic significance of the Almighty: (The 

magician does not succeed where he came), and explains to us the sanctity of 

solving magic with magic, or black methods of treatment, which includes on the 

one hand the use of demons and the lower power to expel the jinn from the body 

of the dead and the consequent ideological damage, and on the other hand shows 

that this help does not entail the real treatment of the phenomenon, and the end of 

what sheds a strong genie on a weak genie, As soon as it leaves the body, the 

body remains empty and ready to penetrate again, so we find many of those who 

resort to witches that they initially feel healed or treated, but after a not long 

period of time the suffering returns to them, but in a different way that may be 

lighter, and may be more severe, and the reason for this is that the problem is not 

in expelling an invader genie, but rather the problem in fortifying the body after 

that and filling the dark gaps that have been destroyed in the body, and this The 

subject is still a field of research and study and its credibility has been ascertained, 

although the abundant evidence supports the conclusion reached. 

ٗ - This section enhances confidence in the Quranic roquia legitimate statement of 

the extent of strength and light in payment, as it is a blessing and a heavenly gift 

to the nation, and a statement of some of its secrets, and unfortunately the 

unconscious use of ruqyah go prestige when some, and sometimes used in ways 

that have a negative impact on the patient, and that repeated continuously. 

٘- This section opened the way to reveal the secrets of the properties of some 

materials that may have a strong impact on magic and touch, but the study of the 

secrets of these materials must take a conscious specialized form away from the 

experiences of some therapists who expand in this section in a random way that 

resulted in a lot of damage, so the reader notes that I limited myself to a few 

materials that have a clear privacy in the Qur'an and Sunnah. 
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ٙ - This section opened the way to reveal the secrets of many of the effects of the 

Prophet related to the jinn and demons, including: the fact that the black dog is a 

demon, or see the devil for preservation and guidance for the Muslim who says 

the mention of leaving the house aphorism, and many other effects that did not 

have room to pursue. 

Alert: 

Some may be suspicious of some of the words in this section as a light word or 

the word halo, which is used by some owners of the lower ways and pretenders 

spiritual ways, it is thought that this section revolves in the orbit of those, a ladder 

of innovation ladders. 

I assure these that this topic is far from the way of thinking of those I mentioned, 

but it revolves in the orbit of the Qur'an and Sunnah revealing some of their great 

components in the treatment, and in the orbit of the phrase of Ibn al-Qayyim al-

Jawziyya when he said: «As for his treatment – any touch – it is to meet the noble 

and benevolent upper spirits of those malicious spirits defend their effects and 

oppose their actions and nullify them.» , The whole section revolves around this 

phrase explanation, analysis and deepening of its implications, and the viewer in 

this section objectively finds that it is a victory for the Sunnah and limited to them 

in addressing what happens to us, and more ideas in which enter the circle of 

acceptable Sharia, and my talk about the illumination of the Qur'an or the light of 

the prophets or scientists or the light of angels or the light of roquia, these facts 

indicated by the book and the Sunnah and what after the right but misguidance, as 

well as the use of some owners of the lower ways of the words they mean By 

decorating their falsehood, it does not make us doubt these words as long as our 

law has explicitly indicated that they are proven, for the illumination of the 

Qur'an, the Prophet or the angels is what the law indicates and proves. 

Section Two: 

Experimental Medical Scientific Research 

Prophetic Medicine (Authentic Medicine) 

Applied academic research to activate authentic prophetic medicine. 

 Praise be to Allah, Lord of the Worlds, and prayers and peace be upon the 

faithful Prophet.  

And yet, 

In terms of the urgent and urgent need to activate the Prophet's medicine to 

achieve through academic and professional approaches, after research, 

experiments and treatment of many people and a large segment of diseases have 
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been cured from two basic sources, namely the Book of God and the Sunnah of 

his Prophet, may God bless him and grant him peace, and many verses for 

example but not limited to, the Almighty said: "And we send down from the 

Qur'an what is healing and mercy for those who believe", and the whole Qur'an is 

healing, and the Sunnah of the Prophet is also healing, and many sacred and 

prophetic hadiths were received In that, including the hadith narrated by the 

Prophet (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him) from his Lord: "No disease 

came down unless Allah sent him a medicine that he taught from his knowledge 

and ignorance from his ignorance", after this long research, which lasted nearly 

twenty years between the east and south of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the 

focus in the south to respond to people and their love for the Qur'an and Sunnah 

because of their instinct that they are still on, Oh God, we are thinner common 

sense, and three years between Qatar, Bahrain, Oman and Turkey, the reality He 

imposed himself to return to this great heritage, and as we mentioned the two 

main sources, and add to that the books of scholars who wrote on medicine such 

as Malik, Bukhari, Asqalani, Abu Bakr al-Razi, and many others who were 

mentioned in the history of medicine in Baghdad. 

This research is based on the mentioned sources for the following names:

ٖ.Nutritional supplements

٘.Cauterization and phlebotomy. 

ٙ. Food and nutrition. 

In every paragraph in which there is a legitimate science, so we launched this 

great heritage to treat people, young and old, male and female, and I was dazzled 

by the great results and the grace of God on us with this good left, so we need to 

return to this heritage, and it is only done by reviving its sciences and creativity 

through modern technologies so that we return to authentic medicine and not 

alternative medicine as it is called, and here is a definition that this name came 

only from non-Muslims, and the wonder that Muslims now They work with these 

names, but they try with all their might to prevent the appearance of this great 

goodness in which compliance with the command of Allah Almighty and the 

benefit of it religiously and healthily. 
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First, we succeeded to a natural treatment system that treats most of the diseases 

of the age and ancient diseases, and their impact is fast and their costs are low, 

and the side effects are simple and negligible, and we called it:  

Program (is healing) 

This program treats diseases known as organic and psychological 

Multiple psychiatric illnesses are divided into five sections:

5. Addiction of modern drug and drugs.   

Envy and the eye are divided into two types: envy and the eye of the jinn, and the 

human, including the acute and the death of the injured, and the chronic ones by 

taking time with the patient, so their impact increases according to the body's 

immunity, the older the patient the greater its impact. 

These reasons turn into organic diseases through experiments and research that 

worked for these reasons, the result appeared that these diseases are a sensory 

beginning and then turn into an organic disease through the pancreas system, 

which is a regulator of the whole body, if he enters the pancreas search for the 

weakest part of the body and hits it, that is, he gets a disease such as cancer of the 

liver, kidneys, arteries, hearing, sight or any part of the body, and through 

research we have proven After the success of God Almighty that all diseases 

spread globally are not treated by chemical drugs, but are drugs that numb the 

sense system, which is a transmitter for any pain as it is known sent to the brain, 

and the brain sends to the heart that there is pain, the heart reacts and decreases its 

activity and thus the activity of the body decreases, so the disease increases or 

another disease appears, it is through this following theory: 

 (When he takes these chemical drugs, the sense system is numb, so the brain feels 

that there is no pain, so it sends to the heart that the body is healthy, so the heart 

works at its normal energy, so the body gets rid of disease or diseases) 

 What is mentioned in the hadith of the Prophet that every eye is infected 

accompanied by a demon, the effect of the demon of the eye is more severe than 

magic and touch, as it was mentioned in the hadith that the eye enters the grave 

man and the camel destiny, and the demon of the eye does not come out except 
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through continuous intensive sophistication and may take a long time until it is 

healed, and when the demon of the eye comes out he leaves a fingerprint and 

returns through it with ease when a person leaves the dens and ruqyah legitimacy, 

so God made us a divine system, which is Maintaining the five prayers, men in 

mosques and women in homes, and remembering God at all times and naming 

with everything, and ruqyah legitimacy, sincerity and rejection, read three times 

after dawn and after sunset with the intention of ruqyah on himself, his money, his 

religion, his children, his wife and his parents, and we teach children and wives 

that, and we also teach them certainty and that the healer is God Almighty and not 

medicines, so we gain God's satisfaction in this world and the hereafter. 

Here is a glimpse that we advise ourselves and all Muslims, not to have our 

certainty on things, especially when sick, for example, the hospital, pharmacy, 

doctor and treatment, and it is unfortunate that many Muslims believe in it, and 

this is the hidden shirk that the Messenger of God, may God bless him and grant 

him peace, warned us about,  

Activating and highlighting authentic prophetic medicine requires the following: 

ٔ. Unifying the word of the legal ruqyah, the cuppers and those who deal with 

healthy food, supplements and herbs through the establishment of organizations in 

each country under the name of authentic medicine. 

ٕ. Establishing original medical treatment centers. 

ٖ. Establishing therapeutic educational centers.  

ٗ. Establishing therapeutic educational institutes for medical treatment. 

٘. Holding annual periodic conferences that move from country to country 

according to the possibility and available circumstances. 

ٙ. Communication with Islamic universities and modern medicine. To open 

professional sections for this prophetic medicine, so that it appears and takes its 

natural place under the name of authentic medicine.
